CLASS PRECEDURE

A. Enter the gym after you are given permission by the Phys. Ed. Teacher.

B. Students will go directly to their squads after entering the Gym. 

C. No food, beverages, candy, or gum are permitted in the gym, locker room or on the playing fields.

D. All injuries are to be reported to the Phys. Ed. Teacher immediately. 

E. “Horse Play” is not permitted in the gym or playing fields.

CLASS DRESS

F. All students must have sneakers on their feet to participate in Phys. Ed. class.  Students will not be allowed to participate in class without sneakers.    

G. No Jewelry.   This includes rings, necklaces or chains, watches, bracelets and earrings.

**It is recommended that you leave your valuables at home.  The Phys. Ed. Staff is not responsible for lost or stolen items.              

EXCUSES AND ABSENCES

H. Medical Excuses – a medical excuse from the qualified doctor is          required of all students unable to participate fully in physical activities.

I. Parental Note – is accepted for excusing a student from active participation for one class period.  

J. Absences:

Class twice a week:

1. Any student absent more than 1/3 the total classes in a marking period will automatically fail for the marking period, unless a doctor’s note is presented immediately upon returning to school for the days absent.

2. Students that miss 3 or more classes may have their grade lowered if a doctor’s note is not presented or they don’t have a valid reason for such a high number of absences.  

    Class once a week:
3. Any student absent more than 1/3 the total classes in a marking period will automatically fail for the marking period, unless a doctor’s note is presented immediately upon returning to school for the days absent.

4. Students that miss 2 or more classes may have their grade lowered if a doctor’s note is not presented or they don’t have a valid reason for such a high number of absences.
